For our October update, we're pleased to say our year-end
projection has improved.

However, we are still facing a shortfall of $33,000 in givings. (That means we’re 4% short of our
$806,000 expense budget). This $10,000 gain (over our year-end projection last month) is due
to lower than expected expenditures.
